SUMMARY

In the literature it’s considered that older versions of the myth about
the birth of the divine twins (Heleny and Klytemnestry, also Castor and
Poluksa) are the main actors in the form of birds: Leda as the swan and
Zeus as an eagle. (Thus the hatching eggs from which hatch twins gets
logical basis). In the following appearance of Apollo (one of the young-
est gods in the Pantheon), Swan changes in males, the eagle is lost as
useless character, and swan has features of a young god (solar chariot
Phaeton). In all these literary adaptations, in myth, folklore swan keeps
traces of its double origin — month as swan associated with water, has
female characteristics, and solar in the new role. Both of them can be
discovered in epics, it depends of the genre. With the transition to a folk-
lore complicated story about a swan extended and got a new code. Thus,
in the tales ancient mythical layer goes on the surface, embodied in the
image of fairy princesses — swans (in the southern Slavs often peahen),
in which the hero steals the wings that protect them. A similar motif in
epics associated with vila (known as the marriage of the hero with vila,
or «vila-wife»), although epic vilas retain the original connection with a
swan. Basically, epics supports both kinds of mythical swan, and as its
main features chooses its white feather. White has the semantics of death,
anti-clothes, marked lack of color like no expectation that is one of the
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oldest white values in general, and on the other hand, the starting point
for distinguishing between water and fire in this article. According to the
beliefs on which white symbolizes the female principle, combined with
chthonic bottom of water and moon circle, swan in epic texts indicates
a woman in general - and when describing strange, mythical creatures
(vila, winged creatures), and when stresses the possibility of combining
both worlds on the basis of a common esthetic measure (white hands
as a swan wings, etc.). However, white swan wings show an interesting
poetic problem as pointing to a specific interpretation of divine miracles.
Finally, it is extremely archaic image of a swan which appears in prophetic
dreams as traditional poetic method. Embodying solar symbolism, epic
swan carries out its semantic meaning to the image of a horse and by
the rules of epic poetics is continued in the form of a rider. However, it
becomes obvious difference between the formula that has epic connota-
tions, and one that has only a ornamental function.
